We shared a room for nearly
fifteen years when we were younger, and at the time | thought | could not have asked for a worse
roommate. She was always around! If we argued and | wanted to go to my room to be alone, she’d
follow me right in. If I told her to go away, she’d say right back, « it is my room. Too! And I can
be here if [ want to!». I’d consult my mother and she usually agreed with Susie. | suppose being
three years younger has its benefits.

When we were kids, she’d borrow my dolls without asking. (And no toy was safe in her hands).
When we got older, Susie quit borrowing my toys and started borrowing my clothes. That was the
final straw. I couldn’t take anymore. I begged my parents to let me have a room of my own —
preferably one with a lock on the door. The answer was always a resolution «no». «Please?!» I'd
beg. My parents would just shake their heads. They didn’t agree with each other on much, but for
some reason they had a united front on this issue.

To crown it all, she had this habit of doing everything. | did. Choirs, rock bands, sport teams,
dance studios: There was no place where I was safe. « She looks up to you”, my mom would say.

Vegetarian diet reduces cancer risk

A decade-long study in the United Kingdom has found that cancer is less common among veg-
etarians. Health experts have always thought that a vegetarian diet is healthier than one that in-
cludes meat. This latest research is one of the biggest studies to compare cancers in vegetarians
and non-vegetarians. The researchers tracked the health of 63,550 men and women aged between
20 and 89. They separated people into different groups — meat-eaters, fish-eaters, and vegetari-
ans. The research team reported a “significantly lower” number of cancers among the fish-eaters
and vegetarians compared with those who ate meat. The study suggests being vegetarian could
protect people against cancer.

The findings of the research have been published in the March 2009 edition of the ‘American
Journal of Clinical Nutrition’. Lead researcher Professor Timothy Key said his study was the first
major research to look at the link between diet and cancer. "It suggests there might be some reduc-
tion in cancers in vegetarians and fish-eaters and we need to look carefully at that," he said. Veg-
etarianism is on the increase around the world. People are becoming more and more health con-
scious and are eating less meat, or cutting it out altogether. Some people choose a strict vegetarian
diet that excludes all animal products. This means no dairy products or honey. Less strict vegetar-
ians eat eggs and fish.

The BBC made a worrying film about the terrible impact plastic is having on seabirds near Aus-
tralia. The team was on Lord Howe Island for a new documentary. They filmed dead birds with
stomachs full of plastic. The birds starved to death because there was no room in their stomachs
for food. Marine biologists are working to save the birds. They removed plastic from the stomachs
of hundreds of chicks to increase their chance of survival.

A marine biologist explained that the birds were predators that eat anything. She said: "They have
no ability to detect...non-plastic, so they eat it." Adult birds then feed the plastic to their chicks
without knowing the harm. She said the plastic is "entirely preventable™ and could easily be
swapped for things like aluminium or wood. She said: "My own toothbrush is made of bamboo."”
A BBC presenter said: "We saw...90 pieces of plastic come out of one of the chicks."

Each essay is normally written in
semi-formal or formal style, depending on who is going to read them and where they are going to
be published. They are usually found as articles in magazines, newspapers, etc.

To make our piece of writing more interesting to the reader, we can use certain techniques to start
and end it such as

e addressing the reader directly. If you want to help the environment, there are lots of things
you can do.

e using a quotation (a sentence or phrase from a book, a play, etc.) ... as American anthro-
pologist Margaret Mead said “We have nowhere else to go ... this is all we have.”

e using a rhetorical question. Is it important to protect endangered species?

THE ARTICLE

A BBC team made a worrying film about the devastating impact plastic pollution is having on
seabirds in the Tasman Sea near Australia. The team was working on the remote Lord Howe Island
for a documentary called "Drowning in Plastic". They filmed many birds that had died because
their stomachs were full of plastic. The birds starved to death. There was no room in their stomachs
for food. The team filmed marine biologists working to try and save the birds. The scientists cap-
tured hundreds of chicks and removed plastic from their stomachs to give them a chance of sur-
vival.

A marine biologist explained what was happening. She said the birds were predators that eat any-
thing. She said: "They have no ability to detect...non-plastic, so they eat it." Adult birds feed the
plastic to their chicks, not knowing what they are feeding them. The biologist said most of the
plastic is "entirely preventable”. She said much of the plastic could easily be swapped for other
materials, such as aluminium or wood. She said: "My own toothbrush is made of bamboo." A BBC
TV presenter said: "We saw...90 pieces of plastic come out of one of the chicks."

Here we have an example of the pie chart that represents how internet users aged 16+ prefer to
browse the web:
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This example demonstrates the best way to summarize data by selecting and reporting the main
features:

This graph shows the results of a survey in which people aged 16 and over were asked
about their preferred devices to accessing the Internet. The question referred to going online at
home and in other places. Participants mentioned four main devices in their answers: a smartphone,
a laptop, a tablet and a desktop computer.

From the pie chart it is clear that the majority of participants prefer to use smartphones and
laptops, with just 3% difference between the two. Nearly a third of participants prefer to go online
with a smartphone. 30% like to use a laptop. A desktop computer accounts for 14% of user’s
preferred devices. Only a small minority prefer a device other than these main four.

In conclusion, since mobile and portable devices are the most popular choices, it is clear
that many participants are accessing the Internet outside their homes. The desktop computer is the
least popular of the four main devices. In future we can probably expect to see more and more
people accessing the Internet with smartphones as their preferred choice.
